A Specifi c Plan is a customized plan that describes 
policies and regulations for specifi c geographic 
areas of the city.

The Zoning Code is the primary tool for implementing 
the General Plan and the Specifi c Plans. It regulates 
development citywide and establishes specifi c rules.

Every City in California must have a General Plan to guide and plan for growth, change, and 
conservation over the long term, usually looking about 20 years out.

General Plan Land Use Map

The General Plan Land Use Map 
graphically represents the community’s 
vision for future development and 
identifies where housing, retail, office, 
industrial, open space, and public 
facilities are allowed in the city.
